Applicants must have attended Southmont
High School for four full years and maintained a “B” average. In addition, applicants are required to submit a 200-word essay on one of the following
statements: “What | Have to Offer to the Field of Education” or “Why | want to be an Educator”. A letter of recommendation from the principal, guidance
counselor or any teacher at Southmont High School is also required. Ultimately, the scholarship will be awarded to a student with financial need.
